CLEANING

This essentials 2000W hairdryer should ONLY be used on human
hair, do not use on synthetic hair or wigs.

1.  For best results wash and towel dry your hair before using the
hairdryer.

2. Plug the hairdryer into the mains supply, this product is
suitable for use with supply voltages in the range 220V to
240V ac.

3. The hairdryer has three heat and two speed settings that can
be selected by two switches mounted on the handle.

4. The air concentrator is used for directing the air flow to help
with styling or for spot drying. It is easily attached by gently
pushing the concentrator onto the front of the hairdryer until it
clicks into position.

5. The COOL shot feature can be used at any time and simply
causes the dryer to produce a cool stream of air for helping to
lock styles into place.

6. Always turn the hairdryer off and unplug from the mains
supply after use, never put the hairdryer down or leave
unattended whilst still switched on and running.

PROBLEM SOLVING

This essentials 2000W hairdryer is designed with an internal
thermal cutout to protect the hairdryer in the event of overheating.
